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LAST TIME OUT
- No. 13/12 Massachusetts hockey opened the scoring 
just 1:28 into the contest, but Merrimack's late goal in 
the second period helped carry the Warriors past the 
Minutemen, 2-1 on December 7 at the Mullins Center. 
- Sophomore Taylor Makar put the Minutemen on the 
board at the 1:28 mark of the first period, swatting 
home a feed from freshman Kenny Connors and Lebster 
below the goal line at the left post.
- The Warriors responded with the equalizer 10:10 into 
the stanza. Matt Copponi redirected in an Ivan Zivlak 
shot from the right point past netminder Luke Pavicich 
from the slot with Alex Jefferies collecting the secondary 
helper.
- UMass killed off four penalties in the second peri-
od, including a five-minute major to Lucas Mercuri, 
but Merrimack broke through for the go-ahead goal 
at even strength just before the intermission. Ottoville 
Leppanen deflected in a feed from Copponi and Zach 
Bookman at the doorstep to put the Warriors on top at 
the 19:58 mark.
- The Minutemen out-shot the Warriors in the third and 
had two power play chances, but were unable to pull 
level with Merrimack. UMass finished 0-for-3 with the 
man advantage and the Warriors were 0-for-4. Mer-
rimack edged the Minutemen in shots overall on the 
evening, 39-36.
- Pavicich totaled 37 saves in net for Massachusetts, 
while his counterpart Hugo Ollas stopped 35 shots.

NO EASY OUTS
- Through 16 games on the season, UMass is second 
in the nation in strength of schedule at 259.1 and sits at 
No. 12 in the Pairwise.
- The Minutemen have played 12 of their 16 games 
against teams in the top 14 in Pairwise with eight games 
against teams in the top-seven. UMass went 3-2-1 
against opponents currently in the top-four in Quinnipi-
ac (2, Merrimack (3) and Denver (4).
- Massachusetts’ record against teams outside the top-
15 in Pairwise thus far is 3-0-1, outscoring those oppo-
nents 20-5.

PAIR OF MINUTEMEN AT WORLD JUNIOR 
CHAMPIONSHIP WITH TEAM USA
-F- Freshman forward Kenny Connors and sophomore 
defenseman Ryan Ufko have earned spots on USA 
hockey's 25-man roster for the 2023 IIHF World Junior 
Championship, in Halifax and Moncton, Canada from 
December 26 to January 5. It marks the first time that 
UMass will has had two current Minutemen rostered for 
a World Junior Championship.
- The UMass duo has made their presence known, 
helping USA to two victories in its pre-tournament 
games, 5-2 over Finland and 5-1 over Sweden earli-
er this week. Ufko leads Team USA in scoring through 
pre-tournament action with four points (1g, 3a) over 
those contests, while Connors scored the game winner 
against Sweden with Ufko picking up the secondary 
helper on Wednesday afternoon.
- USA will opens preliminary round play on Monday, 
December 26 vs. Latvia and will then face Slovakia on 
Wednesday, December 28, Switzerland on Thursday, 
December 29 and close out group play vs. Finland on 
Saturday, December 31. All games from Avenir Centre 
in Moncton, New Brunswick, are slated for 4 p.m. ET 
starts and will air on NHL Network.
- Should the Americans advance to the quarterfinal 
round, those matchups are scheduled for Monday, 
January 2, with semifinals taking place on Wednesday, 
January 4, and the Gold and Bronze medal games slat-
ed for Thursday, January 5.
- Through 16 games this season, Connors currently 
leads the Minutemen in scoring with 17 points on a 
team-high seven goals and 10 assists and is +8. He has 
two power-play goals, one shorthanded goal and two 
game winners. The two-time Hockey East Rookie of the 
Week and October Rookie of the Month, is currently 
second in Hockey East in freshman scoring.
- Ufko is tied for third on the squad in points (13) and 
has a team-best 10 assists alongside Connors. All three 
of Ufko's goals have come on the power play. Both 
Connors and Ufko attended USA Hockey's National 
Junior Evaluation camp this past summer.
- Massachusetts hockey has been represented well at 
World Juniors during Greg Carvel's tenure at UMass 
with Minutemen earning roster spots at four of the past 
five IIHF World Junior Championships. Most recently, 
current sophomore Scott Morrow was named to the 

U.S. National Junior Team for the 2022 IIHF World 
Junior Championship prior to its postponement last De-
cember. Zac Jones made the U.S. squad in 2020, goal-
tender Filip Lindberg earned a Gold medal at the 2019 
tournament with Finland and Cale Makar won Gold 
with Canada at the 2018 World Junior Champion-
ship. Other past WJC participants from UMass include 
William Lagesson (2016, Sweden) and Stephen Wer-
ner (2004, USA). Werner was a Gold medal winner, 
as well. Director of Equipment Operations Josh Penn 
earned a Bronze medal on staff with Team USA in 2018.

CONNORS AND PAVICICH HONORED BY 
HOCKEY EAST FOLLOWING FRIENDSHIP FOUR
-Freshman forward Kenny Connors and sophomore 
netminder Luke Pavicich were selected as the Hockey 
East Rookie of the Week and Goaltender of the Week, 
respectively after helping the Minutemen go 1-0-1 at 
the Friendship Four in Belfast, Northern Ireland.
- Connors logged three points for the Minutemen in the 
tournament and netted both goals in the victory over 
the River Hawks, his second multi-goal game of his ca-
reer. The Glen Mills, Pennsylvania native also registered 
an assist against Quinnipiac in the Friendship Four title 
game. 
- Pavicich went 1-0-1 starting both games for the Min-
utemen at the Friendship Four, stopping 63 of 66 shots 
he faced for a .955 save percentage and a 1.44 goals 
against average over 125 minutes in net with two of the 
three goals he allowed coming on the power play. He 
logged 32 saves in the victory over the River Hawks 
and followed up with a 31 save performance against 
the Bobcats.

CONNORS TABBED HOCKEY EAST ROOKIE OF 
THE MONTH
- Freshman forward Kenny Connors was selected as the 
Pro Ambitions Hockey East Rookie of the Month for Oc-
tober. Connors led UMass in scoring in a 5-1-1 month 
with nine points over seven games on three goals and 
six assists.
- Connors registered two power-play goals, one short-
handed tally and one game winner while going +3 in 
his first month of collegiate action. The Glen Mills, Penn-
sylvania native also blocked seven shots and won 44 
faceoffs. He was the top rookie scorer in Hockey East 
for October.
- Connors contributed a goal and an assist, the first of 
his career, in a 4-2 win over No. 1 Denver on Octo-
ber 14. He scored the game winner in a 7-1 win over 
Union on October 21 and had two power-play goals in 
the contest and dished an assist for a three-point night. 
He logged a pair of assists in a 3-2 overtime win over 
Merrimack, including setting up the OT game winner on 
October 28.

AN ALL-AROUND TEAM EFFORT
- UMass’ 14-goal weekend against Union was the 
squad’s highest offensive output since the Minutemen 
also put up 14 in a weekend (nine goals and five goals) 
vs. Providence on Oct. 31 and Nov. 1, 2008. 
- In the Union series, 11 UMass players combined for 14 
goals, 18 players combined for 40 points. The Minute-
men went 7-for-11 (.636) on the power play, 8-for-8 
(1.000) on the penalty kill and won 57.6% of the fa-
ceoffs (68-for-118).

WHERE THEY STACK UP
- Entering the Kwik Trip Holiday Face-Off, UMass leads 
the nation in power play percentage (32.5%), while 
ranking 16th in scoring defense (2.50) and 13th in fa-
ceoff percentage (.529).

utemen's weekend sweep of No. 1 Denver. Pavicich 
was tabbed the Hockey East Player of the Week and 
Morrow received Defender of the Week recognition.
- Pavicich picked up both victories in net for UMass, 
stopping 75 of 77 shots against the top-ranked Pi-
oneers. The Clarence Center, New York, native had 
45 saves in Friday's 4-2 win with both goals allowed 
coming in shorthanded situations. He followed up with 
a 30-save shutout, his first of his career, as UMass com-
pleted the weekend sweep of Denver with a 3-0 victory. 
On the week, Pavicich registered a 1.00 goals against 
average and a .974 save percentage over 119:53 in 
net.
- Morrow scored in both games of a weekend sweep 
of Denver including a shorthanded goal while killing a 
five-minute major in game one. He also dished an assist 
in that contest for a multi-point night. The Darien, Con-
necticut native followed up by scoring the game winner 
in Saturday's 3-0 shutout, UMass' first-ever shutout of a 
No. 1-ranked team.

PACKING ‘EM IN
- Massachusetts drew a combined 13,612 fans over its 
two home games against Denver on Oct. 14-15, mark-
ing the largest combined attendance for a weekend se-
ries against a non-conference opponent in program his-
tory, surpassing the total of 12,358 who came through 
the turnstiles at the Mullins Center to see the Minutemen 
face Michigan State on Oct. 18-19 in 2013. 
- The only two weekend attendance marks to surpass 
the Denver weekend total were March 9-10, 2007 
when 15,181 strong were in the building to see UMass 
face Maine in the Hockey East Tournament and 14,439 
one week earlier as the Minutemen closed out the reg-
ular season against the Black Bears in front of 14,439 
on March 2-3, 2007.

- UMass’ two wins over then-No. 1 Denver on October 
14-15 marked the Minutemen’s seventh and eighth-ever 
wins in program history over a No. 1 ranked team with 
the Saturday 3-0 victory being the first shutout of a No. 
1 ranked foe. In program history. The last time Massa-
chusetts topped a No. 1 ranked team prior to this sea-
son came at No. 1/2 Boston College, 3-2 in overtime 
on February 26, 2021.
- UMass’ first-ever win over a non-league foe ranked 
No. 1 was a 6-3 victory at Ohio State on October 
19, 2019, in Columbus. The Minutemen’s other four 
wins against No. 1 teams were: 2/10/12 at Boston 
University (3-2), 11/5/11 vs. Boston College (5-1), 
11/14/08 vs. Boston University (5-1) and 1/28/95 
vs. Maine (4-2).
 
BAY STATE, OL' BAY STATE
- UMass has five Massachusetts natives on the roster this 
season: Mikey Adamson (Quincy), Kennedy O'Connor 
(Springfield), Linden Alger (Centerville), Matt Koopman 
(Marblehead) and Jerry Harding (Canton), the most for 
a Minuteman squad since the team had eight Massa-
chusetts natives in 2013-14.

SETTING THE SCENE
- 2022-23 marks the seventh season of the Greg Carvel 
era at UMass. The Minutemen underwent several staff 
changes in the offseason as Tom Upton signed on as an 
assistant coach, coming to Amherst from the USHL, No-
lan Gluchowski was elevated into an assistant coach 
role and former UMass forward Jacob Pritchard has 
returned as a volunteer assistant coach.
- Seventeen players from UMass' 2022 Hockey East 
Championship squad are back for 2022-23—10 for-
wards, five defensemen and two goaltenders. The Min-

utemen return 50 of their 117 goals from last season, 
42.7%, and 47.2% of their points (150 of 318).

IN CARVEL WE TRUST 
- Under head coach Greg Carvel, the Minutemen are 
7-2 in the NCAA Tournament with two trips to the Na-
tional Final (2019 and 2021) and one National Cham-
pionship (2021) and have made three consecutive 
NCAA Tournament appearances under Carvel.
- UMass is 20-37 all-time in the Hockey East Tour-
nament, 10-6 under Carvel and 8-1 since 2019 with 
back-to-back Hockey East Tournament titles, the first 
two in program history.
- Overall under Carvel (Hockey East and NCAA Tour-
nament) UMass’ postseason record is 17-8 with two 
Hockey East Championships, two Regional Champion-
ships and one National Championship. 
- Carvel, seven seasons into his UMass tenure, has 
led the Minutemen to four consecutive seasons of 20+ 
wins, including a program-record 31 wins in 2018-19, 
the second-highest wins total in program history (22 in 
2021-22), 21 wins in 2019-20 (tied-third) and 20 wins 
in 2020-21 (tied-fifth).
- Carvel won his 100th game at the helm for the Minute-
men on November 6, 2021 at Providence. He earned 
his 200th career victory on March, 12, 2022 vs. the Fri-
ars in the Hockey East Quarterfinals.
- Among active Division I Men's head coaches, Carvel 
is second in wins for coaches with tenures of 12 years or 
less, trailing only Mike Hastings. Carvel, in his 12th year 
as a head coach, currently has 209 wins. 
- As of the start of the 2022-23 campaign, UMass 
trailed only Minnesota State (152), Minnesota Duluth 
(113) and Quinnipiac (112) for most wins over the past 
five seasons with 111.

THE PREMIERE DEVELOPMENTAL PROGRAM IN 
COLLEGE HOCKEY
- In August of 2021, Massachusetts hockey was named 
the top developmental program in NCAA Men's Col-
lege Hockey by The Hockey News. 
- In the Greg Carvel era, 13 Minutemen have signed 
NHL contracts, including nine individuals who came to 
UMass undrafted. Four additional players have signed 
AHL deals.
- Carvel mentored 2019 Hobey Baker winner Cale Ma-
kar who has since gone on to win the Calder Trophy, 
the Norris Trophy and the Conn Smythe Trophy while 
leading the Colorado Avalanche to a Stanley Cup in 
2022. Makar is one of three Hobey Baker Top-10 Fi-
nalists Carvel has coached at UMass, including John 
Leonard and Bobby Trivigno. 
- Under Carvel, Minutemen have earned seven 
All-America honors, 19 Hockey East All-Star nods and 
six New England All-Star recognitions. He has coached 
the program’s first two Hockey East Players of the Year 
in Makar and Trivigno and its first Hockey East Rookie 
of the year in Josh Lopina. 
- Massachusetts was tied for seventh on the list of 
schools who produced the most 2021-22 NHLers with 
13.
- UMass is one of 10 schools with 10 or more alumni on 
NHL rosters to start the 2022-23 season, with 10. Mich-
igan (21), Boston College (20), Boston University (18), 
Minnesota (18), North Dakota (15), Wisconsin (15), 
Denver (12), Minnesota Duluth (12) and Notre Dame 
(10) make up the remainder of the group. 

SENIOR TRIO TO LEAD MINUTEMEN IN 2022-23
- UMass has named senior forward Eric Faith as team 
captain for 2022-23. His classmates, forwards Reed 
Lebster and Jerry Harding, will serve as the assistant 
captains for the defending Hockey East Champions.
- Faith has logged 15 points over three-plus seasons 
with the Maroon & White on four goals and 11 assists 
including two game winners over 83 contests and is a 
key asset for the Minutemen over the faceoff dots. He 
appeared in a career-high 32 games as a junior in 
2021-22 and is a native of Carp, Ontario.
- Lebster has 49 career points over 98 games on 25 
goals and 23 assists, with seven power-play goals, four 
game winners and is +14. The Grand Rapids, Michigan, 
native saw action in 36 of 37 contests last season and 
registered a career high 18 points on nine goals and 
nine assists to finish sixth in the squad in points and fifth 
in goals.
- Harding, a Canton, Massachusetts native, has played 
in 70 games over three seasons after transferring from 
Providence following his freshman year. He has tallied

PROSPECTS APLENTY
- The Massachusetts roster features 10 NHL draft 
picks, the most in program history, which is tied for 
eighth nationally and tied for third in Hockey East. 
Six of the 10 draftees are newcomers to the squad 
for 2022-23, including a pair of transfers in senior 
forward Josh Nodler (Calgary, 2019 fifth round) and 
junior goaltender Cole Brady (New Jersey, 2019 fifth 
round) along with freshmen forwards Tyson Dyck 
(Ottawa, 2022 seventh round), Kenny Connors 
(Los Angeles, 2022 fourth round) and Cole O'Hara 
(Nashville, 2022 fourth round) and freshman defen-
seman Noah Ellis (Vegas, 2020 sixth round).
- The four returning draftees are all sophomores: Scott 
Morrow (Carolina, 2021 second round), Taylor Ma-
kar (Colorado, 2021 seventh round), Lucas Mercuri 
(Carolina, 2020 sixth round) and Ryan Ufko (Nash-
ville, 2021 fourth round).	

BLUELINERS BACK
- The Minutemen return three individuals on the blue-
line who saw significant time in the lineup last season, 
led by 2022 First Team All-American and First Team 
Hockey East All-Star Scott Morrow. Morrow, the first 
rookie in program history to earn All-America rec-
ognition, is one of just four First Team All-Americans 
returning to college hockey in 2022-23. 
- He will look to build on an impressive freshman 
campaign which saw him finish second for UMass in 
scoring with 33 points on 13 goals and 20 assists, 
appearing in all 37 games. He ended the season tied 
for sixth among the nation's freshmen in goals (13), 
seventh in points (33) and 11th in points per-game 
(.892). He was third among rookie defensemen in 
points per-game, second in goals and points and fifth 
in assists (20).
- Among all defensemen nationally, Morrow finished 
eighth in points per-game, tied for fourth in goals 
and fifth in points. He finished his rookie campaign 
+11 and contributed three power-play goals and 
three game winners. The Darien, Connecticut native 
became the fourth defenseman in program history to 
reach the 30-point plateau and first to do so as a 
freshman, later joined by classmate Ryan Ufko. Mor-
row's 13 goals tied for fourth-most by a defenseman 
in a single season in program history, with the only 
Minutemen defensemen to score more in a single 
season being UMass Hall of Famer Thomas Poeck 
(twice) and Hobey Baker winner Cale Makar (16 in 
2018-19).
- Morrow was Hockey East's top scoring rookie and 
led all defensemen in league play with 23 points 
over 24 games. He tied for seventh with 11 goals and 
tied for sixth in points per-game (9.583), first among 
rookies and first among defensemen in both catego-
ries.
- Ufko was a Hockey East Honorable Mention All-
Star and a Hockey East All-Rookie Team honoree last 
season and finished second on the squad in assists 
with 26 over 37 games to go along with five goals for 
31 points, good for third on the Minutemen roster. He 
led Hockey East in league play with 19 assists in 24 
games and tied for sixth in scoring in league action 
with 22 points as he also netted three goals.
- Ufko finished tied for the national lead among rook-
ie defensemen in assists and third among rookie de-
fensemen in points. He contributed three power-play 
goals and one shorthanded goal and posted a +5 
rating on the year.
- Junior Aaron Bohlinger missed time due to injury last 
season but still managed to put up 13 points (2g, 11a) 
over 30 games, including the overtime game winner 
over UConn in the Hockey East title game. Two of 
his three career goals are championship clinchers as 
he also had the game winner for the Minutemen in 
the 2021 National Championship vs. St. Cloud State.

NEXT STOP: AMHERST, MA
- The Minutemen have five players on their 2022-23 
roster who began their collegiate careers at other in-
stitutions before electing to transfer to UMass, includ-
ing four new arrivals for this season. 
- 6-5, 181-pound left catch goaltender Cole Brady, a 
2019 fifth round draft pick of the New Jersey Devils 
(127th overall), comes to UMass as a transfer out of 
Arizona State and is a junior for the Minutemen this 

season. Over two years with the Sun Devils, Brady 
appeared in 25 games with 23 starts and posted a 
3.60 goals-against average and a .905 save per-
centage with one shutout. He had 30+ saves in 17 
games and recorded 40+ saves on five occasions. 
- 5-10, 180-pound, left-shot forward Matt Koopman 
joins the Minutemen as a graduate transfer follow-
ing four years at Providence. Koopman saw action 
in 113 games with the Friars and posted 32 points on 
15 goals and 17 assists and was +7. As a freshman, 
he was part of the Providence squad that reached the 
2019 Frozen Four.
- 5-11, 193-pound, left-shot defenseman Elliott Mc-
Dermott comes to UMass following two seasons at 
Colgate and has junior eligibility in 2022-23. Mc-
Dermott appeared in 62 games over two seasons at 
Colgate and registered 19 points on four goals and 
15 assists. The Kingston, Ontario native was a two-
time ECAC Hockey All-Academic Team and Raider 
Academic Honor Roll member.
- 5-10, 195-pound, right-shot forward Josh Nodler, 
a 2019 fifth round (150th overall) draft pick of the 
Calgary Flames, joins the Minutemen after playing 
three seasons at Michigan State and is a senior for 
UMass this season. Nodler appeared in 99 games 
over three seasons with the Spartans and registered 
34 points on 13 goals and 21 assists with five pow-
er-play goals and two game winners. The Oak Park, 
Michigan native won 54.1% of his faceoffs as a ju-
nior, good for second on the team, while taking a 
squad-best 573 draws. Nodler earned Academic 
All-Big Ten honors in 2020-21 and 2021-22, won 
the team's Amo Bessone Award, honoring athletic 
and academic achievement along with community 
involvement in 2020-21 and was an AHCA Kram-
pade All-American Scholar in 2019-20, while also 
earning the team's Rookie of the Year award.
- The transfer portal has been kind to the Minutemen 
in recent memory—St. Lawrence transfer Carson 
Gicewicz led UMass in with 17 goals in 2020-21 
with four coming at the NCAA Regional. Minneso-
ta transfer Garrett Wait scored the overtime game 
winner against Minnesota Duluth to send UMass to 
the 2021 National Championship game and finished 
with 17 points (9g, 8a) in his first season with the 
Minutemen and put up 25 points (13g, 12a) as a se-
nior. Providence transfer Jerry Harding has brought a 
physical presence to the UMass and is now wearing 
a letter as a senior. 
- In the Minutemen’s 2018-19 run to the National 
Championship game, St. Lawrence transfer Jacob 
Pritchard logged 47 points in 41 games that season, 
including seven power-play goals.

HOME IS WHERE THE WINS ARE
- UMass have gone 72-21-6 at the Mullins Center 
over the past three-plus seasons (2018-present) for a 
.756 winning percentage. This stretch included a 16-
game unbeaten streak (15-0-1) that began on Jan. 
11, 2019 against Vermont and came to an end on 
Nov. 30, 2019 with a 2-1 loss to Quinnipiac. 

CHARTING SUCCESS
- The Minutemen have been nationally ranked in 104 
straight poll weeks since October 22, 2018 after pre-
viously not being ranked in either poll since February 
2010, currently sitting at No. 15 in both the USCHO.
com poll and the USA Today/USA Hockey Maga-
zine Men's College Hockey poll.
- For the first time in program history, the Minutemen 
were No. 1 in both the USCHO.com and USA To-
day/USA Hockey Magazine Men's College Hock-
ey preseason polls in 2021-22, in addition to being 
selected as the preseason favorite in Hockey East. 
UMass entered the 2019-20 season ranked No. 4 in 
the USCHO.com poll and No. 5 in the USA Today/
USA Hockey Magazine Poll, which was the first time 
the Minutemen opened a season ranked in either 
poll. The Maroon & White debuted at No. 10 in the 
2022-23 preseason polls.
- History was made on Dec. 3, 2018 as the Min-
utemen earned their first No. 1 national ranking in 
program history, sitting at the top of the USCHO.com 
poll with 26 first-place votes and 964 points. UMass 
was ranked for 20 straight weeks to end the 2018-19 
season and earned a No. 2 ranking in the final polls.
- UMass entered the national rankings on Oct. 22, 
2018 coming in at No. 16 in the USCHO.com poll. 

The last time the Minutemen were ranked prior to Oc-
tober 2018 was in the USCHO.com poll released on 
Feb. 15, 2010.
- On November 5, 2018, UMass moved up to No. 9 
in the USCHO.com Poll and USA Today/USA Hock-
ey Magazine Men's College Hockey Poll in the No. 
9 spot as well, the highest ranking for the Minutemen 
since November 30, 2009 (No. 9).
- UMass surpassed all previous highs in rankings on 
Nov. 12, 2018 when the squad was sitting at No. 4 
in both polls.
- Previously the highest ranking in program history 
came in the USCHO.com poll on Dec. 31, 2007 at 
No. 5. The Minutemen spent six weeks in the top-10 
during the 2007-08 season.
- After sitting in the No. 4 spot for two weeks, UMass 
improved upon its all-time highest ranking, moving up 
to No. 3 in both polls on Nov. 26, 2018.
- The Minutemen earned their first-ever top-10 rank-
ing (No. 9) on Nov. 10, 2003 and ranked as high as 
No. 7 that season.
- UMass collected its first-ever national ranking on 
Jan. 6, 2003. (No. 15 USCHO.com poll/No. 14 
USA Today/American Hockey Magazine Poll).
- On Jan. 14, 2019, UMass received its first No. 1 
ranking in the USA Today/USA Hockey Magazine 
poll.

BLOODLINES AND FAMILY TIES
- Taylor Makar and his brother Cale (2017-19) are 
the fifth set of brothers to wear the Maroon & White 
in the program’s modern era. The other four sets of 
brothers are: Anthony Del Gaizo (2018-22) and 
Marc Del Gaizo (2018-21), James Marcou 2007-10 
and Michael Marcou 2008-12; Jeff Turner 1997-
2001 and Tim Turner 1999-2003; Mike Warner 
2000-04 and Tim Warner 2001-05.
- Linden Alger’s father, Richard, played for UMass 
in the program’s inaugural Division I season (1993-
94) and then played the next two campaigns at 
Boston University (1995-97). Kennedy O’Connor’s 
father, Thomas, was a teammate of Alger’s at UMa-
ss in 1993-94 and played with the program through 
1998 before going on to a professional career with 
the Wheeling Nailers (1998-99) and Augusta Lynx 
(2000-01) of the ECHL and the Syracuse Crunch 
(1998-99) and Wilkes-Barre Scranton Penguins 
(1999-00) of the AHL. O’Connor’s sister, Kayla, was 
a college hockey player as well, playing at Trinity 
from 2014 to 2018.
- Scott Morrow's uncle, Scott (1988-92), and dad, 
Steve Morrow (1988-91), both played college hock-
ey at New Hampshire.
- Owen Murray’s great uncle, Dallas Smith, played 
for the Boston Bruins from 1966 to 1977.
- Michael Cameron’s brother, Matt, plays college 
hockey at Niagara and is entering his junior season 
with the Purple Eagles.

THE LAST TIME UMASS...
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2019 Spencer Penrose Award winner Greg 
Carvel enters his seventh season as head coach 
of the Minutemen in 2022-23 after guiding 
UMass to back-to-back Hockey East Tournament 
Championships in 2021 and 2022 and its first 

NCAA Division I Men's Ice Hockey National Championship in 2020-21. 
The National Hockey League (NHL) coaching veteran was named the 14th 
ice hockey head coach at the University of Massachusetts on March 29, 
2016.

 
In 2021-22, Carvel’s sixth season at the helm, the Minutemen won their 

second straight Hockey East Tournament title, defeating UConn, 2-1 in over-
time at the TD Garden on March 19, 2022, punching their ticket to a third 
consecutive NCAA Tournament. Senior forward Bobby Trivigno became 
the second Hockey East Player of the Year in program history and second 
of Carvel’s tenure, was a Top-10 Finalist for the Hobey Baker Award, the 
College Hockey News Player of the Year, repeated as the winner of the 
Walter Brown Award and was one of two First-Team All-Americans from 
UMass, joined by Scott Morrow, the first freshman in program history to 
earn All-America status. Trivigno was also the Hockey East 2021-22 Scor-
ing Champion and headlined a group of five Minutemen to garner Hockey 
East All-Star recognition. Carvel has coached 18 Hockey East All-Stars in 
the past five seasons, more than any other program in the league over that 
span.

 
On April 10, 2021, the Minutemen defeated St. Cloud State, 5-0 in the 

National Championship game, reaching the pinnacle of college hockey 
in the fifth season of Carvel’s tenure. En route to the title, UMass outscored 
its opponents 27-6 in the 2020-21 postseason, and 17-3 in the NCAA 
Tournament.

 
Additionally in 2020-21, Carvel led UMass to the No. 3 seed in the 

Hockey East Tournament and the squad won three games on home ice to 
secure the Minutemen's first Hockey East Tournament Championship. Five 
Minutemen collected Hockey East All-Star honors, the second highest total 
in program history, while Trivigno was named the program's first-ever win-
ner of the Walter Brown Award as the best American-born player in New 
England and Josh Lopina was tabbed Hockey East Co-Rookie of the Year, 
the first-ever from UMass.

 
Trivigno earned a First Team All-America nod, as well, and defenseman 

Zac Jones was tabbed a Second Team All-American. UMass ended the 
2020-21 campaign on a 14-game unbeaten streak, the longest unbeaten 
streak in program history, going 11-0-3 since January 22 and the Minute-
men finished with a 20-5-4 record, the fewest losses for an NCAA Cham-
pion since Maine's 40-1-2 season in 1992-93. Carvel was tabbed the US-
CHO and College Hockey News Coach of the Year in 2021. In addition, 
he was also the 2021 Spencer Penrose runner-up.

 
Over the past six years, Massachusetts hockey has made a meteoric rise 

under Carvel's guidance, including five of the top-10 winningest seasons 
in UMass' 92-season history, the program's first NCAA title, first NCAA 
Runner-Up finish, first Hockey East regular season and tournament titles and 
first Hobey Baker winner. On his watch, the Minutemen posted their fourth-
straight 20-win season in 2021-22. He has coached five Hobey Baker fi-
nalists, two Hobey Hat Trick Finalists and one Hobey Baker winner in his 
11-year head coaching career.

 

UMass matched its then second-highest wins total in program history 
in 2019-20 with 21 victories and was poised to make its second-straight 
NCAA Tournament appearance before the season was cut short. The Min-
utemen finished eighth in the PairWise rankings and spent 22 straight weeks 
in the USCHO.com and USA Today/USA Hockey Magazine polls, while 
securing the No. 2 seed in the Hockey East Tournament.

 
John Leonard led the nation in goals and in goals per-game in 2019-20 

and became the third Hobey Baker Top 10 Finalist in program history, the 
second of Carvel’s tenure. Leonard collected a host of accolades as he 
was named a CCM/AHCA First Team East All-American, Herb Gallagher 
Award co-winner (New England’s best forward), a Hockey East First-Team 
All-Star and the program’s first winner of Hockey East’s PNC Bank Three 
Stars Award. Two more Minutemen received postseason recognitions as 
Jake McLaughlin was tabbed a Hockey East Third-Team All-Star and Jones 
earned a spot on the Hockey East All-Rookie Team.

 
UMass enjoyed unprecedented success in 2018-19 with the team break-

ing program records for wins overall (31) and in conference play while 
finishing as the 2019 National Runner-Up after reaching the National 
Championship game. The Minutemen went 18-6-0 in Hockey East play 
and captured the school's first Hockey East Regular Season Championship.

 
Carvel's Minutemen also eclipsed previous school records for home and 

road victories and posted the longest win streak in program history in 2018-
19. Taking a team that won just five games two seasons prior, Carvel led 
UMass to its first-ever No. 1 rankings in both the USCHO.com and USA 
Today/USA Hockey Magazine Polls.

 
UMass finished in the top-10 nationally in virtually every statistical cate-

gory in 2018-19, including first in combined special teams (57.9) and pow-
er play percentage (28.5), third in scoring margin (1.66), third in scoring 
offense (3.68), fifth in penalty kill (86.9) and seventh in scoring defense 
(2.02). The Minutemen posted their highest goals total in the program's 
Hockey East era (151) and set a program record for power play goals (43).

 
On Carvel's watch, Minutemen garnered a host of individual accolades 

in 2018-19, highlighted by Cale Makar being chosen as the 2019 Hobey 
Baker Award winner. Makar and Mitchell Chaffee were both tabbed first 
team All-Americans, while Makar was named UMass’ first-ever Hockey 
East Player of the Year and Chaffee earned the title of Hockey East Scoring 
Champion. Chaffee received the Herb Gallagher Award, Chaffee, Makar 
and senior forward Jacob Pritchard were all tabbed New England All-Stars, 
while Makar picked up both the Bob Monahan Award as New England's 
best defenseman and the Leonard Fowle Award as New England player 
of the year. College Hockey News selected Makar as its CHN Player of 
the Year and to its All-CHN First Team, while naming Marc Del Gaizo to its 
CHN All-Rookie Team. Additionally, the Minutemen collected a school-re-
cord six Hockey East All-Star accolades and Carvel was recognized as 
both the 2019 Clark Hodder Award winner (New England Coach of the 
Year) and the Hockey East Bob Kullen Coach of the Year.

 
In Carvel's second year at the helm in 2017-18, the Minutemen posted 

a 12-win improvement from 2016-17, marking the biggest one-year turn-
around in program history and in Division I hockey that season. Among the 
milestone's set by Carvel's Minutemen in 2017-18, the program hosted and 
won its first postseason series since 2007. Makar earned a Hockey East 
Third Team All-Star nod and became the first-ever New England Hockey 
Writers Association George C. Carens Award (Rookie of the Year) recipient.

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Makar and freshman defenseman Mario Ferraro were both named to the 
Hockey East All-Rookie Team, as well.

 
Fourteen Minutemen have been selected in the NHL Entry Draft during 

Carvel’s tenure: Cale Makar (4th overall, Colorado) and Ferraro (49th over-
all, San Jose) in 2017, Leonard (182nd overall, San Jose) in 2018, Jones 
(68th overall, New York Rangers), Del Gaizo (109th overall, Nashville) and 
Lindberg (197th overall, Minnesota) in 2019, Matthew Kessel (150th over-
all, St. Louis) and Lucas Mercuri (159th overall, Carolina) in 2020, Morrow 
(40th overall, Carolina), Lopina (98th overall, Anaheim), Ryan Ufko (115th 
overall, Nashville) and Taylor Makar (220th overall, Colorado) in 2021 and 
Kenny Connors (103rd overall, Los Angeles), Cole O’Hara (114th overall, 
Nashville) and Tyson Dyck (206th overall, Ottawa) in 2022.

 
Prior to his time at UMass, Carvel spent five years at St. Lawrence Univer-

sity from 2011-16, also his alma mater, where he posted a head coaching 
record of 86-82-18 over five seasons and was named the 2014-15 Tim Tay-
lor Award winner as Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC) Coach of 
the Year. Before his return to Canton, N.Y., also his hometown, he spent 15 
seasons in the professional ranks. He made two trips to the NHL Stanley Cup 
Finals while a member of the staff in Anaheim and Ottawa.

 
During his tenure at St. Lawrence, Carvel coached five All-Americans, two 

ECAC Rookies of the Year, an ECAC Player of the Year, three Hobey Baker 
finalists and one Hobey Hat Trick finalist. While head coach of the Saints, he 
was selected as an assistant coach for the 2015 U.S. Men's National Team 
and spent the better part of May 2015 in the Czech Republic, joining Colum-
bus Blue Jackets head coach Todd Richards and Buffalo Sabres head coach 
Dan Bylsma in leading the U.S. squad to a bronze medal finish.

 
Carvel took over an 11th-place team in 2011-12 and guided the Saints to 

eighth, fifth, second and fourth place finishes, respectively. In 2015-16, his 
club finished with a record of 19-14-4 and a final NCAA Pairwise ranking 
of 19th. The three ECAC teams that finished ahead of SLU advanced to the 
NCAA Tournament.

 
He began his professional coaching career as director of hockey opera-

tions for the Lowell Lock Monsters of the American Hockey League. He joined 
the Anaheim Ducks as scouting coordinator in May of 1999, adding video 
coordinator to his duties in 2002 and earning a promotion to assistant coach 
in 2003. He joined the Ottawa Senators as an assistant coach in 2004 and 
was on the staff until the summer of 2011. Both the Ducks and the Senators 
made it to the Stanley Cup Finals during his time as an assistant coach.

 
A former Saint captain and the first CoSIDA Academic All-American in 

SLU program history, Carvel was the first ECAC Coach to have won a major 
league award as a player and its Coach of the Year Award. He was the 1993 
Outstanding Defensive Forward award winner and had 38 goals and 85 
assists for 123 points in 131 collegiate games.

 
Carvel played one year of professional hockey in Sweden and then be-

came assistant athletic director and assistant hockey coach at Canterbury 
Prep. He earned a master's degree in sport management at the University of 
Massachusetts in 1998 and was an assistant coach at Amherst College in 
1996 while pursuing his degree.

 
Carvel and his wife, Daina, an Amherst native, are parents to Kathryn, Ava 

and Drew.
